Christian Baptism 
 
Preliminary Explanations 
 
1. Baptism is the external sign of our internal conversion to the Lord 

Jesus Christ, by which we renounced (repented of) our old life of 
sin, were forgiven and cleansed of our sins, and received a new life 
in Christ. 
 

2. Baptism is the outward demonstration of our inward 
transformation by which our old life of sin is buried with Christ in 
the grave (being taken under the water), and we are raised up a 
new person with a new life identified with Christ through His and 
now our resurrection with Christ (being lifted up out of the water). 
 

3. Baptism is the public ceremony signifying a private decision.  The 
public ceremony is really a celebration with the whole church of 
what you have done in a private decision with Christ. 
 

4. Baptism is an outward ceremony of purification of the body, that 
signifies the inward purification of the soul. 

 

 
Who should be Baptized?  
 
1. Those who have recently made a decision to be a disciple of Christ 

and have never been baptized as a believer in Christ. 
 
2.    Those who are believers in Christ and have not been baptized as 

an adult.
